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STUDENT ICT AGREEMENT 2022
Our school recognises that student learning is changing as information and communications technologies change the way we access information and the way it is transferred.  Computers  enable our students to learn in ways which were not conceivable a generation ago.  They are now able to explore thousands of libraries, create their own multimedia presentations and communicate with others around the world through email and social media.  Currently in our school we have the following systems in place to facilitate learning through information and communications technologies:

· A whole school curriculum network to which students log on using a password and save their work in home folders. 

· We also have a number of iPads available for student use throughout the school.

· Internet access requiring log on and individual student passwords for students on all machines.

· A WiFi network operating in all learning areas.

The Internet service provided by DECD includes a comprehensive filter system of inappropriate web sites, however we allow the use of the Internet and email only under appropriate supervision and as part of the school curriculum.  We are able to check on student Internet use and on who has attempted to access inapropriate sites including the day and time this was attempted.

The Role of School and Staff

Staff incorporate Learning Technologies throughout the curriculum and teachers will provide supervision, guidance and instruction in the safe and appropriate use of such resources.  Staff will assist students to access information to support and enrich the curriculum while taking into account indiviual learning styles and needs.  Where appropriate students will publish work for other students to view.  Parent permission will be required before student photos can be published on the Internet.

Student Access

The school network and the above systems are provided to enhance and enrich student learning.  Access to these services is provided to students on the condition that they act in a responsible and considerate manner abiding by the Computer Users Procedures attached.

While this agreement and the school’s expectations offer a strong level of protection and provide clear protocols for students using the Internet and Email, the Computer User Procedures establishes these protocols in writing and requires students to accept responsibility for their own behaviour in using computers.  Students will be taught appropriate action to be taken in the event of coming across unsuitable material.  All students must have signed the Computer User Procedures in order to use computers.  For students in R – 2 this is signed by parents on their behalf and for students in Years 3 – 7 it is to be signed by both parents and students.  We ask for your support in discussing this matter with your child/children and returning the signed agreement to your child’s teacher by the end of Week 3.  If you wish to discuss this matter further please do not hesitate to contact the school.

The Computer User procedure outlines the conditions of use of computers, computer network and Internet use at Gumeracha Primary School (GPS).

RESPONSIBLE BEHAVIOUR

GPS students must take responsibility for their own behaviour while using the computer network.

All student use of the Internet and email is to be conducted under the direction and supervision of a teacher.  However teachers cannot physically monitor student use at every moment.

EXPECTATIONS AND CONSEQUENCES (Non-Negotiables)

Students will:

· Work cooperatively when required. Take care of the equipment, eg no drinking & eating while using computers.

· Only access sites with information relevant to their classroom work and for self-directed research.
· Store only school related material on the school network or their MYN device.
· Be expected to follow the directions of the teacher.

· Promptly tell school staff about any message they receive or site that is inappropriate or makes them feel uncomfortable.
· Only tell their teacher their password.
· Report serious breaches of the rules.
· Report the behaviour of others if it is a serious problem.
Responsible users will not:

· Post personal contact information or photos about themselves or other people without permission from a teachers or parents
· Use obscene, threatening or disrespectful language.
· Print material unless they have sought and gained permission from a staff member.

· Attempt to visit inappropriate or irrelevant sites on the internet. This includes access to common sites such as YouTube, social media sites or gaming sites.

· Damage or change computers, computer systems or computer networks in any way (including their MYN device)

· Install/Play software on the school computers or network (including their MYN device)

· Use other people’s passwords or user names

· Look at move/delete, etc others’ folders, work or files without permission

· Plagiarise other people’s work, ie present it as their own.
· Use copyrighted work inappropriately.
Consequences for inappropriate behaviour when using the school’s computer network could include:
· Only working under direct teacher/SSO supervision

· Loss of access privileges for a set period

· A meeting with the school principal

· Letters home outlining the inappropriate behaviour that occurred
